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1. GENERAL REGULATIONS 
 
The Budapest Trophy will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and General Regulations 
2024, the Special Regulations & Technical Rules Single & Pair Skating and Ice Dance 2024, and the relevant 
ISU Communications.  
 
Participation in the Budapest Trophy is open to all Competitors who belong to an ISU Member, and qualify 
with regard to eligibility according to Rule 102, provided their ages fall within the limits specified in Rule 108, 
paragraph 3 a) and they meet the participation, citizenship and residency requirements in Rule 109, 
paragraphs 1 through 5 and ISU Communication 2526 or any update of this Communication.  
 
In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU General Regulations and ISU Communication 2526 all Skaters who 
do not have the nationality of the Member by which they have been entered or who, although having such 
nationality, have in the past represented another Member, must produce an ISU Clearance Certificate. 
Passports of all Skaters, as well as the ISU Clearance Certificate, if applicable, must be presented at the 
accreditation of the event for verification.  
 
All competitors must be entered through their respective ISU Member Federation. 
 
 
2. ISU CHALLENGER SERIES IN FIGURE SKATING 
 
The Budapest Trophy is part of the Challenger Series in Figure Skating 2024/25 and will be conducted in 
accordance with additional requirements as specified in the General Announcement for the Challenger Series 
in Figure Skating 2024/25 as well as ISU Communication 2614.   
 
If the requirements specified in the above-mentioned documents are fulfilled the event will count towards ISU 
World Standing Points, Combined Total Elements Score, Challenger Series in Figure Skating Ranking and 
Prize Money.  
 
There is a limitation for the Skaters/Couples to three (3) participations in the events of the Challenger Series 
in Figure Skating. Participation in any of an ISU Junior Grand Prix of Figure Skating events or an ISU Grand 
Prix of Figure Skating events does not limit the participation in events of the Challenger Series. 
 
 
CHALLENGER SERIES IN FIGURE SKATING RANKING AND PRIZE MONEY 
 
At the end of the Challenger Series in Figure Skating, after the last event of the season has been concluded, 
the two highest final scores in the up to three different Challenger Series in Figure Skating events of each 
competitor/couple will be added and taken into consideration to form a Challenger Series in Figure Skating 
Ranking which will be published on the ISU website. 
 
The top three placed Skaters/Couples of the annual Challenger Series Ranking in Figure Skating after the 
last event of the Challenger Series in Figure Skating will receive ISU Prize Money as outlined in the General 
Announcement for the Challenger Series in Figure Skating 2024/25 as well as ISU Communication 2614.

4.3.2 Entries of Judges 
 
Each participating ISU Member has the right to nominate one judge per discipline who has at least the 
qualification “Judge for International Competitions”.  

In case of too many nominated judges the organizer will draw the panel of judges immediately after the 
closing date for the entries. The result of such draw will be communicated to all ISU Members involved in 
writing immediately after the conclusion of such draw. 

The Entries of Judges must be made via the ISU Online Registration System (ORS) not later than: Friday, 
13th September 2024 – 20:00 h (CET). Each panel of Judges will consist of at least 7 Judges. In exceptional 
cases and if there is no possibility to compose a panel of judges with at least 7 Judges, the ISU Vice-President 
Figure Skating may exceptionally authorize the panel in question to have a minimum of 6 Judges.  
In case that at the time of the competition more Judges will be available and entered as required to compose 
the panels of Judges in one or more disciplines, the Organizing Member in consultation with the ISU will 
conduct on site, a draw for the panel of judges in the discipline in question for the first segment. The Judges, 
not drawn for the first segment will be seated for the second segment.  
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The panel for the second segment (Free Skating / Free Dance) will in this case be completed by an open 
draw amongst the Judges serving in the first segment of the discipline in question. 
 
 
4.1.4 Entries of Team Members 
 
Official entries of Team Leaders, Assistant Team Leaders, Team Officials, Team Medical Staff and Coaches 
and the partner or relative of a Judge will be accepted. Accreditation will be provided to those who are 
officially accepted by the Organizer.  
 
Please be advised that only one Coach per Skater/Couple will be accredited. An Assistant Team Leader will 
be accepted for Teams having six (6) and more Skaters. Only two Team Officials of each Member, including 
the Member President provided that they are Council Members, Technical Committee Members or Members 
of the Head Office of their Federation, will be accredited. Not more than one (1) Team Doctor and one (1) 
Team Physiotherapist will be accepted as the Team Medical Staff, for which the organizer requests the right 
to have a medical certification (document) presented before accreditation. An accompanying person to a 
Judge will only be accepted for accreditation if this person is a partner in life or a relative of the Judge. The 
Member Federations guarantee that the requested accreditation of Team Members will correspond to their 
function within the team and the Federation. 
 
The names of all team members must be submitted via the ISU Online Registration System (ORS) and must  
reach the Organizing Committee and the ISU Secretariat not later than: Friday, 13th September 2024 – 
20:00 h (CET).

This Challenger Series in Figure Skating event will follow the requirements of the General Announcement for 
the Challenger Series in Figure Skating 2024/25 as well as ISU Communication 2614 and principles of Rule 
420, paragraph 5.a) of the ISU Special Regulations Single & Pair Skating and Ice Dance 2024 for appointing 
the Event Officials.  
 
The members of each individual Technical Panel (Technical Controller and the Technical Specialists) will not 
be from the same ISU Member. At least two Technical Panel members will have the qualification “ISU”, 
however one of the three members may have the qualification “International”.  
 
The Referee will have at least the qualification “International” and could be of the same ISU Member as 
one member of the Technical Panel (Technical Controller and Technical Specialists).  
 
The Data Operator and the Replay Operator will have at least the qualification “International”.  
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6. MEALS, LODGING AND TRAVEL EXPENSES  
 
The organizer will provide and cover the expenses for rooms and meals for all Referees, the Technical 
Controllers, the Technical Specialists, the Data and Replay Operators and Judges participating, beginning 
with dinner on Thursday, 10th October 2024 until breakfast on Monday, 14th October 2024. 
 
Should any of the above-mentioned persons arrive at the hotel before or stay longer than the period described 
above, their room costs and expenses will be the responsibility of the individual and must be paid on arrival.

For unofficial practice: payment is requested to be paid by bank transfer not later than Thursday, 19th 
September – 20:00 h (CET). 
 
 
8. MUSIC / PLANNED PROGRAM CONTENT 
 
All Competitors shall furnish in advance competition music of excellent quality as a direct attachment to an 
email to the OC (entries@hunskate.hu) until Wednesday, 2nd October 2024 in accordance with Rule 343, 
paragraph 2.  
Each submission shall be labelled with the name of the ISU Member, name of the category, segment and 
the name(s) of the competitor(s).  The music files must be sent as MP3, M4A or WAV format. Any other 
format is not acceptable. In addition, competitors/couples must provide a back-up drive (USB Stick) for each 
program, fulling the same requirements. 
 
The exact running time of the music must be communicated to the OC when submitting the music and shall 
be certified by the competitor/coach/team leader at the time of registration. 
 
Please note:  
- some music files might exceed the size of a regular email. In this case, an email-based transfer service 
which allows to send large files could be used to send the file to the OC. 
- Files in MP3 format may have a significant difference in the music quality when reproduced. The Organizing 
Committee in this case is not responsible if the music quality would be insufficient. 
- CDs will not be accepted by the OC. 
 
A list of titles, composers and orchestras of the music to be used for the Short Program and Free Skating 
Program for Single and Pairs, for the Short and Free Dance Program for Ice Dance and for the Exhibition 
must be entered on the ISU Portal.
