General Regulations The ICECHALLENGE 2025 powered by Energie Steiermark will
be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and
General Regulations 2024, the ISU Special Regulations and
Technical Rules for Figure Skating as well as the relevant ISU
Communications.

Participation in the Icechallenge 2025 is open to all
Competitors who belong to an ISU Member, and qualify with
regard to eligibility according to Rule 102, provided their ages
fall within the limits specified in Rule 108, paragraph 3) and
they meet the participation, citizenship and residency
requirements in Rule 109, paragraphs 1 through 5 and ISU
Communication 2526 or any update of this Communication. 

In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU General Regulations
and ISU Communication 2526 all Skaters who do not have the
nationality of the Member by which they have been entered
or who, although having such nationality, have in the past
represented another Member, must produce an ISU
Clearance Certificate. 

Passports of all Skaters, as well as the ISU Clearance
Certificate, if applicable, must be presented at the
accreditation of the event for verification.   All competitors
must be entered through their respective ISU Member
Federation.

The preliminary entries must reach the Organizer by latest: 23. September
2025 by entering the information through the ORS. 

The Entries by names must be done through the ORS not later than
October 3rd 2025- 20:00h CET.

Official entries of  Team Leaders, Assistant Team Leaders, Team Officials,
Team Medical Staff  and Coaches and the partner or relative of  a Judge
will be accepted. Accreditation will be provided to those who are officially
accepted by the Organizer.

Each participating ISU Member has the right to nominate one (1) judge
Singles & Pairs and one (1) judge Ice Dance who has at least the
qualification “Judge for International Competitions”. In case of  too many
nominated judges the organizer will draw the panel of  judges immediately
after the closing date for the entries. The result of  such draw will be
communicated to all ISU Members involved in writing immediately after
the conclusion of  such draw.

The Entries of  Judges must be done through the ORS not later than
October 3rd 2025 – 20:00h CET. 
Each panel of  Judges will consist of  at least 5 Judges.
