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Y Music

The submission must be of a fine quality encoded in either MP3 or WAW format with
normalised level audio. The OC cannot guarantee quality playback for music submitted
in other than the above-mentioned format. Each music submission must also contain
the name of the track, composer, singer and/or author in the Title field of the Online
Registration form.

Competitors have the opportunity to validate their music either within the registration
system before the event or at the OC Office / Accreditation Office at the Ice Rink.

Any music changes must be done latest 48h before the beginning of the first segment
of the competition. Any later changes must be coordinated with the OC on-site.

In accordance to the Estonian Skating Federation rules as well as the ISU Constitution
and General Regulations 2024 the Special Regulations Technical Rules Single & Pair
Skating and Ice Dance 2024 each skater and his/her lawful representative is solely
responsible for the music rights and licenses for their program’s music.
