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The #nextgen Icestars 2026 will be conducted in accordance with the
ISU Constitution and General Regulations 2024, the ISU Special
Regulations and Technical Rules for Figure Skating as well as the
relevant ISU Communications.

produce an ISU Clearance Certificate.
