The Neuchatel Trophy 2026 will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and
General Regulations 2024, the Special Regulations & Technical Rules for Synchronized
Skating 2024 as well as applicable ISU Communications. The ages must be within the limits
specified in Rule 108, paragraph 4. All skaters must qualify regarding eligibility according to
Rule 102 and participation and citizenship requirements according to Rule 109.

Teams which have participated in the ongoing season in a competition of a certain category
are not allowed to take part in another category at the Neuchéatel Trophy 2026.

Each participating ISU member entering at least one (1) team may enter one (1) international
judge or ISU judge for Synchronized Skating from the official ISU list of judges of the current
season.

The Referees, Technical Controllers, Technical Specialists and Data/Replay Operators
will be invited by the Organizing Committee

The Organizing Committee will cover travel expenses at APEX (advance purchase excursion)
airfare economy rates for all invited Referees, Technical Controllers, Technical Specialists and
Data/Replay Operators. Travel expenses of the Judges are borne by their respective ISU
Member or by themselves. Furthermore, the Organizing Committee will provide ground
transportation in Neuchatel, as well as accommodation and meals, from Thursday, March 5,
2026, dinner to Sunday, March 8, 2026, breakfast.

A reception service for accreditation will be provided in the Main Arena for participating Teams
and Event Officials. All registered skaters must enclose a copy of their passport (in
alphabetical order) when they sign in, as passports copies must be collected for the referee of
the competition.

The Planned Program Content Sheet must be forwarded to the Organizing Committee by the
final date of entry at the latest. It must be signed by a coach or Team Representative. However,
the programs’ content may be changed at the time of registration. Changed Program Content
Sheets must be handed over to the Registration desk. It is not permitted to hand over the
Program Content Sheets directly to acting Officials.

EXTRA PRACTICE ICE

Additional practice sessions will be available on Wednesday, March 4, 2026, and Thursday,
March 5, 2026, at the rate of CHF 120.00 per 30 minutes and will be granted in the order of
arrival of the bookings. Block bookings may be subject to modification to allow all competitors
the opportunity of having extra practice ice. No extra practice ice will be permitted after the
Official Draw.

A list of titles, composers, and orchestras of the music to be used for the Short Program and
Free Skating must be listed for each Team on the Music Selection Form.

In accordance with Rule 823, paragraph 2, all Teams must announce the exact running time

of the music (not skating time) including any starting signal, which shall be certified by the
Team Coach, Team Manager or Team Leader at the time of accreditation.
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In addition, Teams must provide at accreditation a back-up for each program (Short Program
and Free Skating). Each program must be recorded in MP3 format on a separate USB stick.
The USB stick shall be formatted for Windows (NTFS, FAT32 or exFAT) with only the MP3 file
of the program in the main (root) directory, without other files or directories.

If music information is not complete and/or the music is not provided, accreditation will not be

given.

The music files will be deleted by the organizers shortly after the competition. The backup USB

sticks will be returned to the Teams.

The
Organizer will not provide participant insurance coverage for the event. The Organizer will
provide emergency medical services for all Competitors during the competition and Official
Practice sessions at the Official Ice rink. The local hospital is within 5 minutes distance from
the Ice Rink.
