Britannia Cup 2025 will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and General Regulations, the
Special Regulations & Technical Rules for Synchronized Skating as well as relevant ISU Communications for
Season 2024/2025.

All teams and competitors must belong to an ISU Member and qualify regarding eligibility according to Rule
102, provided their ages fall within the limits specified in the ISU Rules and they must meet the participation,
citizenship and residency requirements in the ISU Rules & Communications in effect.

By entering this Competition, you confirm you are an eligible skater, and you agree to abide by the
Competition Regulations, BIS Policies and this announcement.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS ISU- CATEGORIES

The following Categories are included:

Senior Combined: At least 17 years before July 1, 2024, 12 - 16 skaters with a maximum of 4 alternates.
Short program 2 minutes and 50 seconds but may be less;
Free Skating program 4 minutes (+/- 10 sec);
Elements: ISU Comm. 2635

Junior: At least age of 13 but have not reached the age 19 before July 1, 2024, 12 - 16 skaters with a
maximum of 4 alternates.
Short program 2 minutes and 50 seconds but may be less;
Free Skating 3 minutes 30 seconds (+/- 10 sec);
Elements: ISU Communication 2635

Advanced Novice: At least age of 10 but have not reached the age 16 before July 1, 2024, 12 - 16 skaters with a
maximum of 4 alternates.
Free Skating 3 minutes (+/- 10 sec);
Elements: ISU Communication 2635

The Starting Order of the Free Skating will follow the reverse order of places in the short program.

The three best placed Teams in each event will be announced and honoured. The national anthem of the
winners will be played, and the flags of the medal winners hoisted. Trophies will be awarded to the winners of
all the categories. Medals will be presented to all teams in first, second and third places.
